Manual Front Seat

/\ cAuUTION:

You can lose control of the vehicle if
you try to adjust & manual driver's
seat while the vehicle is moving,
The sudden movement could startle
and confuse you, or make you push
o pedial when you don't want to.
Adjust the driver's seat only when
the vehicle is not moving.

Muowve the lever under the front of the seat
o unlock it. Shde the seat o wherz you
want it. Then release the lever and try to
miwove the seat with your body, (o make
sure the seat 15 locked into place.

Power Seat (opTion)

Diflerent purts of this control move
different pans of your seal. If you move
the whole control, the whole seat will
move, The back of the control will move
the hack of the seat, mnd the front of the
control will move the fronl of the seat.

I vou have the Sport Seat, vou imiest
move the switch next to the lumbar
controls o “DR™ (dnver) or “PS"
{passenger) belore adfusting your seat.
Move the control forward or back 1o
mowve the seat forward or back. Move the
comtrol toward the center of the vehicle o
raase the sedl und away from the center of
the velcle to lower it
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Sport Seat (oPTion)

These switches let you change the shape
of your seat, The pictures show you
which lumbar suppon the switch controls,
First move the selector switch 1o DR
(driver) or "PS” (passenger). Then mave
the shaping switches until your seat is
comfortahle. Move each swilch left 1o
tnflate or right to deflate,

Seathack Latches

Both seatbacks fold forward o give you
access 1o the rear area. To fold o seathack
forward, lift this lntch and push the
seathack forward. When you return the
seathack 1o dls origimal position, make
sure the seatback 15 locked.

/\ CAUTION:

IF the seathack ben't locked, it could
move forwarnd in a sudden stop or
crash, That could cause injury 1o the
person siiting there. Always press
rearward on the seatback to be sure it
i€ locked.

Manual Reclining Seatbacks

To udjust the seathuck, push the lever
back and move the seatback to whers
you want it Release the lever to lock the
seathack in place.

for Everyone

This part of the manaal tells you how
o use safety bels properly. 1t also rells
woll some things you should nod do
with safety belts.

And o explams the Supplemental
Inflatable Restraint, or “air bag™
system,

/\ CAUTION:

Don't let anyone rde where they
can't wear a safety belt properly. If
you are in o crash and you're mol
wedring a salety belt, your imjuries
can be much worse. You can hit
things inside the vehicle or be
gjected from it You can be sermously
mjured or killed. In the same crash,
you might not be if you are bockled
up Always Rusten vour safely beltl,
arid check that vour passenger’s belt
14 fastened properly too,

/\ CAUTION:

Sitting in a reclined position when youor vehicle 15 in motion can be dangerous,
Even il you buckle up, your safery belis can't do their job when you're reclingd
like this.

The shoulder belt can’t doits job because it won't be against your body, Instead,

For proper protection when the vehicle is in motion, have the seatback upright.
Then sit well back in the seat and wear your safety belt properly,

Q: Won't | be trapped in the vehicle
after an accident if I'm wearing a
safety belt?

A: You could be — whether you're
wearing a safety bell or noL But you
can easily unbuckle a safety belt, even
if you're upside down. And your
chance of being conscious durmg amd
after un accident, so yvou gan unbuckle
and get out, is moch preater if yoo are
belred.

Q: Why don't they just put in air bags
so0 people won't have to wear safely
belis?

Az Air bags, or Supplemental Inflatable
Restrainl syslems, are in Some
vehicles today amd will be in mare of
them in the future. Bul they are
supplemental systems only — so they
work with satety belis, mot instiead of
them. Every wir bag syélem ever
olfered for sale has required the use of

safety belts, Even if you're in a
veehicle that has nir bags, you still
have o buckle up to get the most
profection. That's true not only in
fromtal collisions, but especially in
side and other collisions.

Q: If I'm a good driver, and | never
drive far from home, why shoold 1
wear safety helts?

A: You may be an excellent driver, but
il you're inan accident — even one
that isn’t your fault — you and your
passenger can be hurt, Being a good
driver doesn't protect you from things
beyond your control, such as bad

Air Bag Readiness Light

“AIR BAG.” The system checks for

“Fun™ or “Start.” Then the light should go
out, which means the system 15 ready.

How the Air Bag System Works
Where is the air bag?

When is un air bag expected to inflate?

The air bag is designed to inflate in
moderate 0 severe frontal or near-fromtal
crashes. The air bag will only inflate if the
velocity of the impact 15 above the
designed (hreshold level, When impacting
stridght into o wall that does not move or
deform, the threshold level for most GM
vehicles 15 between @ and |5 mph | 14 and
23 knv'h . However, this velocity
threshold depends on the vehicle design
and may be several miles-per-hour Faster
or slower. In addition, this threshobd
velogity will be considershly higher if the
viehicle strikes an object such od o parked

car which will move and deform on
tmpact. The air bag s also nid designed o
inflate in rollovers, side impacts, or rear
impacts where the inflaton would provide
N pocupant protection benelit.

Tt is possible that in & crsh, only one of
the twor air bags in your Corvette will
deploy. This is rare. but can hiappen i a
crish just severe enough 1o make an an
bagr inflate.

Iy any panticular crash, the delermimation
of whether the air bag should have
inflated cannot be based solely on the
level of damage on the velucle(s).
Inflation is determined by the angle of the
impact and the velele's deceleration, of
which vehicle damage s only one
indication.

I frontal o nedr-Frontal impadct ol
sufficient seveérity, the air bag sensing
system detects that the vehicle is suddenly
stopping as o result of a crash, The
sEnsing system triggers @ chemcal
reaction of the sodium azide sealed in the
inlTator. The reaction produces mitrogen
gas, which inflates a cloth bag. The

iniflator, cloth bag, and reélated hacdware
are ull part of the air bug mflaor modules
packed inside the steering wheel and i
the instrument panel in front of the
passenger.

How does an alr bag restrain?

In moderate 1o severe frontil or
near-frontal collisions, even belted
occupants can contact the steering wheel
or the instrument panel. The air bag
supplements the prodection provided by
safery belts. Air bags dstnibute the force
of the impact more cvenly over the
occupant's upper body, stopping the
occupant more gradually. But air bigs
woild not provide protection i many
tvpes of collisions, includimg rollovers
and rear and side impacts, primarly
because an occupant’s motion is nol
toward the air bag, Air bags should never
be regarded as anything more than a
supplement (o salety belt protedtion i
moderate to severe frontal and
near-frontal collisions,

Runge also depends on how you hold
the transmitter. For best performance,
when vou come near your vehicle, hold
the transmimer strmght up and down, s
the keys hung down.

If the runge seems to be decreasing,
check the battery n the transmitter,
Range will decrease if the buttery is
low. It will also decrease if more than
one transmitter is in the area. Don't put
the transmitter in a metal container
because the tmnsmitier won't work.

Mutching Transmitter(s) to Youor
Vehicle

Each key chaio transmitier is coded 1o
prevent another transmiter from
unlocking your vehicle. If a transmitter
i lost or stolen, a replacement can be
purchased through your dealer.
Remember to bring any remaining
transmitters with vou when you go to

your dealer. When the dealer matches
the replacement transmitier (o your
vehicle, the rempining transmitlers mus
also be matched., Once the new
tramsmitter 15 coded, the lost Trunsmmtter
will not unlock your vehicle.

If your pussenger stays in the vehicle
when you leave with the Kevs, have the
passenger lock the vehicle after the doors
are closed. This way the alarm won't arm,
and your passenger won't set it off.
Always upse your key or the Passive

'ﬁ‘s‘i-Kﬂy uses o resistor pellet in
the ignition key that matches a decoder
in yourr vehicle

When the PASS-Key™ system senses that
someone is using the wrong key, it shuts
down the vehicle's starter and fuel
systems. For about three minutes, the
starter won't work and fuel won't go 1o
the engine. 1T someone tries to start your
vehicle again or uses another key dunng
this time, the shutdown penod will start
over agamn. This discourgges someone
from randomly trying different keyvs with
different resistor pellets i an aflempt 10
minke a match.

The igmtion key must be clean and dry
hefore it’s inserted in the ignition or the
engine may not start. If the “SECURITY™
light comés on, the key may be dirty or
wel.

If this happens and the starter won't work,
turn the ignition off. Clean and dry the
key, wait three minutes and try again, If
the starter stll won't work, wail three
minutes wnd try the other ignition key. At
this time, you may also want to check the
fuses (see “Fuses and Circuit Breakers™ in
the Index). IT the starter won't work with

the ather key, your vehicle needs service,
If your vehicle does start, the first ignition
key may be faulty. See your Chevrolel

Although your vehicle’s lighting system
(headlights, parking lights, fog lamps,
sidemarker lights and taillights) meets all
applicable federal lghting requirements,
certain states and provinees may apply
thesr own lighting regulations that may
require special attention before you
operate these lights,

For example, some jurisdictions mey
require that you operate your fog lamps
only when your lower beam headlights
are also on, or that headlights be turned
on whencver you st use your
windshicld wipers. In addition, most
jurisdictions prohibit driving solely with
parking hghts, espectally at dawn or dusk.
It is recommended that you check with
your own state or provincial highway
authority Tor applicable lighting
regulations,

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® Warning Lights, Gauges
and Indicators

This section describes the warning lights
and gauges thit may be on your vehicle.
The pretures will help you locate them.

Waming lights and gauges can signal that
something is wrong belore it becomes
serious enough 1o cause an expensive
repair or replacement. Paying atiention
to your warmng hghts and gauges could
alzo save you or athers from injury.

Warning lights go on when there may be
or is o problem with one of your vehicle's
functions, As you will see in the details
an the next few pages, some warning
lghts come on briefly when you turn the
hgnition key just 1o let vou know they're
working. IT vou are familinr with this
section, you should not be alarmed when
this happens,

Gimuges can indicate when there may be
or is a problem with one of your vehicle's
functions. (hien gouges and warning
lights work together to let you know
when there's a problem with your vehicle.

When one of the warning lights comes on
and stays on when you are driving, or
when one of the gauges shows there may
he a problem, check the section that ells
you what 10 do about it Please follow the
manual's advice, Wailing to do repairs
can be costly — and even dangerous. So
please get to know vour waming lights
and gauges, They're a big help.

Your vehicle also has a driver information
center that works along with the warning
lights and gauges, See “Driver Information
Center” in the Index.

The analog panges provide & guick visusl
reference to the actunl mensurement of
these gauges, However, you must keep in
mind thut the pouges wren’t limear. This
menns that the middle mark 15 not a
temperatire halfway between the top and
hottom temperatures on the gauge. For
example, the middle mark on the coolant
sange represenis 210°F, not 180°F as you

Understanding Radio Reception

FM Stereo

FM sterco will give yvou the best sound.
But FM signals will reach only aboit
10 10 40 miles (16 10 65 km), And, tall
buildings or hills can interfere with

FM signals, causing the sound 10 come
und go.

AM

The range for most AM stations is greater
than for FM, especially at night. The
lomger range, however, can cause stations
o interlere with each other. AM can pick
up noise from things like storms and
power lings, Try reducing the treble 1o
reduce this noise il you ever get it.

Care of Your Cassette Tape
Player

A tape player that 15 not cleaned regularly
can cause reduced sound guality, ruingd
cassettes, or o damaged mechanism.
Cassette tupes should be stored in their
cases away from contaminants, direct
sunhight, and extreme heat. 1T they aren't,
thity may not operate prisperly or cause
luilure of the tape player.

Your tape player should be cleaned
repularly each month or afier every 15
hours of use. If you notice o reduction in

The best advice anyone can give about
driving is: Drive defensively.

Please starl with o very important safety

device in vour Corvette: Buckle up. (See
“Safety Belts™ in the Index. )

Defensive driving really mieans “be ready
for unything.” On city streets, rural roads,
or freeways, it means “always expect the
unexpected.”

Assume thit pedestrans or olher dovers
are going 1o be careless and make
mistakes, Anticipate what they might do.
Be ready for their mistakes.

Rear-end collisions are aboul the most
preventuble of accidents. Yel they are
common, Allow enough following
diztance. [t's the best defensive driving
mauneaver, in both city and rural driving.
You never know when the vehicle in fromt
of you is going to brake or twrn swddenly,

® Drunken Driving

Dreath and injury associated with drinking
and driving ix a national tragedy. 1t's the
number one contributor o the highway
death toll, claiming thousands of victims
every year. Aleohol wkes away three
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things that anyone needs to drive a
vehicle:

& Judpment

® Muscular Coordination

® Vision

Police records show thal half of all motor
vehicle=related deaths involve alcoho] - o
driver, n passenger or someone else, such
as @ pedestrian, had been dnoking. In
miost cases, these deaths are the result of
sommieone who wis drinking and driving.
About 20,000 motor vehicle-related
deaths vecur ench year because of
aleohol, and thousands of people are
injured.

Just how much aleohol #s oo much if a
person plans o drive? Ideally, no one
should drank alcohol and then drive. Bul
i one does, then what's “too much™? Tt
can be a kol less than many might think.
Although it depends on cach person and
situation, here is some general
information on the problem.

The Blood Alcohol Content (BAC) of
someone who is drinking depends upon
fowir things:

® How much alcohol is in the drink,
®  The domker™s body weight.

® The amount of {ood that is consumed
before and during dnnking.

® The length of time it has taken the
drinker o consume the alcohol,




According to the American Medical
Association, a [RD-pound (82 kg) person
whi drinks three | 2-ounce (355 ml)
botties of beer in an hour will end up with
# BAC of about 0,06 percent. The person
woulld reach the same BAC by drinking
three d-ounce (120 ml) glusses of wing or
three mixed drmks ol ench had 1-1/2
ounces (45 ml) of o liguor like whiskey,
ginor viddka,

It's the amount of alcohol that coants. For
eximple, 1f the same person drank three
diuble martinis (3 ousces or W ml of
liguasr each) within an hour, the person’s
BAC would be close to (1,12 percent. A
person who consumes food just belore or
during denking will have a shightly lower
BAC lavel,

TR TPE lan 1es
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The law in most LS. stares sérs the fegal
limit at a BAC of (010 percent. In Canada
the hmit s 0,08 percent, and in some
othet countries it's lower than that. The
BAC will be over {0, 10 percent afier three
ter six drinks (in one hoar), OF course, as
we've seen, 1t depends on how much
dleohol 15 m the dnnks, and how quickly
the person drinks them.

But it's very important to keep in mind
that the ability 1o drive is affected well
below a BAC of (L11) percent. Research
shivws thit the driving skills of many
people are impsitied ol a BAU
approaching 005 percent, and that the
effects are worse al mght. All drivers are
impaired at BAC levels above (.05
percent. Statistics show that the chance of
being in wn accident increases sharply for
drivers who hove a BAC of (105 percent
or above, A dnver with a BAC level of
(.06 percent (three beers in one hour for a
180-pound or 82 kg person) has doubled
his o her chance of having an accident.
Ava BAC level of 0,10 percent, the
chance of that drver having an accident is
six times greater; ot a level of 0,15
percent, the chances ure twenty-five tumes
sreater! And, the body takes about an
hour to rid itsell of the alcohol in one
drink. No amount of coffee or number of
cold showers will speed that up.

“1I'll be careful™ isn't the nght answer.
What if thers's an emergency. a need 1o
take sudden action, a8 when & child daris
inio the street? A person with a higher
BAC might not be able to react guickly
enough o avoid the collision,
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Your Driving and the Road

There's something else about drinking
and driving thal many people don’'t Know.
Medical research shows that aleohol in a
person’s system can mike crash injures
worse, That's especiully troe for braimn,
spinal cord and heart injunies. That medns
that il anyong who has been drinking —
driver or passenger — 1% in i crash, the
chance of being killed or permanently
disabled is higher than if that person had
not been drinking. And we've already
seen that the chance of a crash itself is
higher for drinking drivers,

/\ CAUTION:

Dirinking and then driving Is very
dungerous. Your reflexes, percep-
tions, and judgment will be affected
by even a small amoust of aleobiol,
You could have a gerionus — of even
fninl — accident if yvou drive after
drinking. Please don't drink and drive
usr ricle with a driver who has been
drinking. Ride home in a cab; or if
vou're with a group, designate o
driver who will not drink.
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® Control of a Vehicle

You have three systems thal make your
vehicle go where yoo want 1t to go. They
are the brakes, the steenng and the
accelerator. All three sysiems have 1o do
their work at the places where the tires
et the roud

Sometimes, as when you're driving on
sniw or 1ce, IUs easy o ask more of those
control systems than the tres and road
can provide, That means you can lose
control of vour vehicle

Braking

Braking action mvolves perceplion time
and reagtion time-

First, yoo have o decide 1o push on the
brake pedal. That's perception time, Then
you have to bring up your foot and do it.
That's reaction time

Average [gaction fme 15 shoutl 343 of 4
second. But that's only un avernge. It
might be less with one driver and as long
a% two or three seconds or more with
anither. Age, physical condation,
aleriness, coordinution, and evesight all
play & part. So do alechol, drugs snd
frustration. But even in 3/4 of a second,
a vehicle moving af 60 mph { 100 kmth)
travels 66 feet (200 m). That could be a lot
of distance 1n an emergency, so keeping
enough spuce between your vehicle and
others is imporiant.

And, of course, actual stopping distances
vary greatly with the surfoce of the road
{whether 1U's pavement of grovel): the
condition of the road (wet, dry, icy); tre
tread; and the condition of your brakeg,
Avoid nezdless heavy braking, Some
people drve in spurts — heyy
accelerstion followed by heavy braking
— rather than Kesping pace with traffic.




This is & mistake. Your brakes may not
have time 1o cool between hard stops,
Your brakes will wear out much faster if
you dova lon of heavy braking. If you keep
pice with the traffic and allow realistic
following distances, you will eliminate a
lot of unmecessary braking. That means
better braking and longer brake lite

If your engine ever stops while you're
driving, brake normally but don’t pump
vour brakes. |1 you do, the pedal may get

harder to push down. I your engine stops,

you will still have some power brake
assist. But you will ase it when vou bruke,
Omce the power assist 18 used up, it may
take longer (o stop and the brake pedal
will be harder 1o push,

Anti=Lock Brakes (ABRS)

Your Corvette has an advanced electronic
bruking sysiem that will help prevent
skidding.

This light on the instrument panel will go
on when you start vour vehicle.

When you start your vehicle and begin o
drive away. you may hear 2 momentary
motor or clicking noise. And you may
even notice that your brake pedal moves o
little while this is going on. This is the
ABRS system testing itselfl. 11 there's a
problem with the anti-lock brake sysiem,
the anti-lock brake system waming light
will stay on.

See “Anti-lock Brake System Waming
Light™ in the Index.

Here's how onti-lock works. Let's say
the road 15 wet. You'ne doving safely,
Suddenty an animal jumps out i fron
of you.

You slam on the brakes, Here's whist
happens with ABS.

A computer senses that wheels are
slowing down. If one of the wheels is
about to stop rolling, the computer will
separately work the brakes at each fron
wheel and at the rear wheels.

The anti-lock system can change the
bruke pressure faster than any driver
could. The computer is programmed 10
make the most of available tire and road
conditions.
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Your Driving and the Road

You can steer arvund the obstacle while
braking hard.

Al you brake, your computer keeps
receiving updates on wheel speed and
controls braking pressure accordingly,

Remember: Anti-lock doesn't change the
time you need fo get your fool up o the
brake pedal. If you get oo close 1o the
vehicle in front of you, you won't have
time to apply vour brakes if that vehicle
suddenly slows or stops. Alwiys leave
enough room up abead 1o stop, even
thowgh you have anti-lock hrakes.

To Use Anti-Lock

Don't pump the brakes, Just hold the
brake pedal down and let anti-lock work
for you, You may hear a motor or clicking
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noise and feel the brake pedal move a
little during a hard stop, but this is
normal. When your anti-lock sysiem is
adjusting brake pressure to help aviond a
braking skid, the “ABS ACTIVE™ lighi
will vcome on. See “Anti-Lock Brake
Systemn Active Light™ in the Index.

ASH (Accelerated Slip Regulation)
System

Your vehicle has an ASR system tha
limits wheel spin. This is especially
aseful in shippery rond conditions. The
system operates only il il senses that the
rear whesls are spinming o much or

are beginning to Jose traction. When this
happens, the system works the rear brokes
and reduces engine power (by closing the
throttle and managing spark) 1o lmit
wheel spin.

The "ASR ACTIVE™ hght will come an
when the ASR system is limiting wheel
spin. See “ASK Active Light™ in the
Index. You may feel the system working.
or you may notice some noise, but this is
mormal.

I vour vehicle is in cruise control when
the ASR system begins 1o limit wheel
spin, the cruise control will automatically

disengage. When road conditions allow
vou o safely use it aguin, you may
re-enguge cruise control. {See “Cruise
Control™ in the Index. )

The "SERVICE ASR™ warning light will
come on (o let you know if there's o
problem with the ASR system. See “ASR
System Warning Light™ in the Index.
When this warmning light is on, the system
will not limit wheel spin. Adjust your
driving nocordmgly,

The ASR system nutomatically comes on
whenever you start your vehicle, To Timut
whieel spin, especially in slippery road
conditions, you should always leave the
system on. Bul you can lum the ASR
system off if you ever necd to. (You
should turn the system off if your vehicle
ever gets stuck in sand, mud, 102 oF snow
See “"Rockmng Your Vehicle™ m the
Index:)

To turn the svsiem off. press the button
located above the headhight switch. The
"ASR OFF” lght will comie on and stay
o, I the ASH system is lmiting wheel
spin when you press the button, 1he
sysiem won't turn off right away. It will
wilil until there's no longer @ current need
to limit wheel spin.

You can tumn the system back on al any
time by pressing the bunton again. The
“ASR OFF" light should go off.

HBraking in Emergencies

Use your anti-lock braking system when
you need to. With anti-lock, you can steer
and brake at the same time. In many
emergencics, steenng van help vou more
than even the very hest braking.

Stevring Tips

Diriving on Curves

It’s important to take curves at a
reasomable speed

A lob of the “driver lost control™ accidents
mentioned on the news happen on curves.
Here's why:

Experienced driver or beginner, each of
us i subject 1o the same laws of physicd
when driving on curves, The traction of
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Your Driving and the Road

the tires against the rond surface makes il
possible for the vehicle 10 chunge its path
when you turn the front wheels. If there’s
no traction, inertia will keep the vehicle
gong in the same diresction, 1F vou've
ever tned to steer a vehicle on wel 1ce.
you'll enderstand this.

The traction you can get in & curve
depends on the comdition of your tires unid
the roud surfasce, the angle at which the
eurve 15 banked, and yvour speed. While
you e m o curve, speed 15 the one factor
WOu can control,

Suppose you're steering through a sham
curve. Then you suddenly accelerate,
Both control syslems — steering nnd
accelerntion — have 1o do their work
where the tires meet the roucl, Unless
your ASR system is on, adding the
sudden acceleration can demand 100
much of those places. You can lose
control,

What should yvou do if this ever happens?!
Ease up on the accelemior pedal, steer the
vehicle the way you want it 1o go, and
slow dowr.

Speed limit signs near curves warn thit
you should adjust your speed, OF course,
the posted speeds are based on podxd
weather amd rood conditions, Under less
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favorable conditions you'll want 1o go
slower.

IF you need to reduce your speed as vou
mpprogch o curve, do 1t before yoo enter
the curve, while your front wheels are
st ghi ahead

Try 1o adjust your speed so you can
“drive" through the curve. Maintain

a reasonnble, steady speed. Wait 1o
accelerate until you are out of the curve,
ani then accelerale gently into the
straightiaway,

Steering in Emergencies

There are times when steering can be maore
effective thun braking. For example, you
come aver 4 hall and fnd o roeck stopped
m your lane, ora car suddendy pulls out
from nowhere, or i child darts out from
betwien parked curs and stops right in
front of you. You can avoud these problems
by braking — if you can stop in time, But
sometimes you can't; there 0’1 room,
That’s the time for evasive action —
steering arcund the problem,

Your Corverte can perform very well m
emergencies like these. First apply vour
brukes, It is Better 1o remove as much
speed as vou can from a possible collision
Then steer around the problem, 1o the left
or right depending on the space available.

An emergency like this requires close
attention and o quick deaision. If you are
holding the stéering wheel mt the
recommended 5 and 3 o'clock positions,
you can tam it a foll 180 degrees very
quickly without removing either hand,
Bul you have o net fast, steer quickly,
and just as quickly straighten the wheel
onee Yo have avoided the object.

The fact that such emergency situntions
wre alwiys possible 15 8 good reason to
pracice defensive driving at all times and
wiar safety belis properly.




Off-Road Recovery

You may find sometime that your nght
wheels have dropped off the edge of a
road onto the shoulder (A) while you're
driving.

If the level of the shoulder 15 only slightly
below the pavement, recovery should be
fairty easy. Ease off the accelerntor and
then, if there is nothing in the way, steer
s0 that your vehicle straddles the edge of
the pavement. You can turm the steering
wheel up to 1/4 tirn (B) until the right
front tire contagts the pavement edge.
Then wm your steenng wheel 10 go
straight down the roadway.

Passing

The drver of o vehicle about o pass
another on o 1wo-lane highway waits for
just the right moment. sccelerates, moves
around the vehicle ahead, then goes back
mto the right lane again, A simple
maneuver.

Not necessarily! Passing another vehicle
o Pwo-lane highway is 4 potentially
dangerous move, since the passing
vehicle occupies the same ling as
oncoming traffic for several seconds. A
miscalculation, an emmor in judgment, or
a brief surrender to frustrution or anger
can soddenly put the passing driver face
1o face with the worst of all traffic
accidents — the head-on collision.

So here are some tips for passing:

® “Drive ahend.” Look down the road,
to the sides, and to crossrpads for
sitwations that might atfect your
passing patterns; If vou have any
doubl whatsoever about making a
spccessinl pass, wan for a better time,

® Watch for traffic signs, pavement
markings, and ines. If you can see a
sagn up ahead that might indicate o
tum o an mlersection, delay your
pass. A broken center line usually

incicates it's all rght 10 pass
{providing the road ahead is clear),
Never cross a sohd ling on your side
of the lane or a double solid line, even
if the road seems empty of
approaching trafhic.

Do not get oo close to the vehicle you
want to piss while you're awaiting an
opportunity. For one thing, following
too closely reduces your area of
vision, especially if yoo're following
a larger vehicle, Also, you won't have
adequate space if the vehicle ahead
suddenly slows or stops. Keep back o
reasonible distance.

When it looks like a chance 1o pass

1% COMming up, start 1o acceleraie but
stay in the right lane and don't get 100
close. Time your move so vou will be
incrensing speed as the tme comes 1o
move into the other ine. If the way 15
clear o pass, you will huve o “runmng
start” that more than makes op for the
distance you would lose by dropping
back. And if something happens 1o
cause you to cancel your puss, you
need only slow down and drop hack
again and wait for another

opportumty.
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® [f other cars are lined up to piass a
slow wehicle, wail your turn. But take
care that someone isn'L irying o pass
yird us you pull out to pass the slow
vehicle. Remember 1o glance over
your shoulder and check the blind
SpoL

® Check your mirrors, glance over your
shoulder, and start your left lane
change signal before moving out of
the nght lane to pass. When you e

far enough ahead of the passed vehicle

o sec ity front in your inside mirror,
activale your right lane change signal
and move back mto the right lane.
(Remember that your right outside

mirror is convex. The vehicle you just

passed may seem (0 be Tarther away
from you than it really i5.)

® Try not 1o pass more than one vehicle
at o time on two-lane rosds,
Reconsider before passing the néxt
vehicle,

® Don"t overtake s slowly moving
vehicle oo mpidly. Even though the

brake lights are not flashing, it may be

slowing down or starting to furm.

® |f you're being passed, make it easy
for the following driver 1o get ahend
of you. Perhaps vou can ease o litle
to the nght.
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Loss of Control

Let's review what driving experts say
about whil happens when the three.
control systems (brukes, steering and
acceleration) don’t have encugh friction
where the tires meet the road Lo do what
the driver has asked.

In any emergency, don't give up. Keep
trying to steer and constantly seek an
escape rogte or area of less danger.

Skidding

Ima skid, a deiver can lose control of the
vehicle. Defensive drivers avoid most
skids by raking reasonable care suited 10
cuisting conditions, and by not
“overdriving” those conditions. But skids
are always possible.

The three types of skids commespond 1o
yvour Corvette's three control systems.
In the braking skid your wheels aren’t
rolling. In the steering or comenng skid,
oo much speed or sieering 1na curve
capses fires 1o ship and lose cornering
force. And in the acceleration skid oo
much throttle causes the driving wheels
1o A,

A cornering skid 15 best handled by

easing your foot off the accelerator pedal.

Remember: Any ASR system helps avoud
anly the acceleration skid. I your ASR
system is off, then an sceceleration skid is
also best handled by easing your foor off
the accelerntor pedal,

If your vehicle starts to slide, ease your
foot off the accelerator pedal and quickly
steer the way you want the vehicle 1o go.
If you start steering quickly enough, vour
vehicle moy strmghten out. Always be
ready for a second skid if it occurs,

OF course, trction is reduced when water,
snow, ice, gravel, or other material is on
the roud, For salely, you'll want 1o slow
down and adjust your drivimg to these
conditions. It 18 important o slow down
on slippery surfaces because stopping
distance will be longer and vehicle
control more Himited.




While driving on a surface with reduced |
traction, iy vour best to avoud sudden
steerng, acceleration, or hmhing
(mcluding engme braking by shifting 1o
a lower gear), Any sudden changes could
cause the bres 1 shde. You miy nist
renlize the surface is slippery ortil your
velnele s skidding. Leam 1o recognize
wirting ¢lues — such as enough water,
we or packed snow on the moid to make a
“mirroired surfice” — ond slow down
when you have any doubi.

Remember: Any anti-lock braking svstem
(ABS) helps avoid only the braking skid.

Might driving is more dangerous than day
dt‘l'l.-i[lg- Cine reason 1% that somie drvers
ure likely to be impaired — by alechol or
drugs, with night vision probleims, or by
tangue,

Here are some Tips on night driving.

® Drive defensively,

® Don't drink and drive

hehind you,

® Since i can L see s well, vou may
need 1o slow down and kegp more

space betwiEen vou and other vehicles

Slow down, especially on higher
spesd roads. Your headlights can light
up only so much road ahead.

In remote areas, walch Tor ammls,

If you're tired, pull off the road ina
sife place and rest.

Night Vision

No one can see as well at night as in

the daviime. Bul ns we get older these
differences increase. A M-year-old
driver miay require al least twice as much
tight 10 see the same thing at night us o
2}-yéur-ald

What you do m the daytime can also
aftect your night vision, For example, if
you spend the day in bright sunshine you
are wise 1o wear sunglosses. Your eyes
will have less trouble adjusting 1o mghi
Bul if you're driving, don't wear
sunglasses ot might. They may col down
on glare Trom headlights, but they also
trake o lot of things invisible.

You can be temporanly blinded by
approaching lights. It can wke a second
or twi, or even several seconds, for your
eyes to readjust to the dark. When you are
faced with severe glare (as from a driver
who doesn | lower the high beams, or a
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vehicle with misaimed headlights), slow
down a hitle, Avoid staring directly mtio
the approaching Lights,

Keep vour windshield and all the glass
on your vehicle clean — inside and out,
Cildre at nozht s msde muoch worse by din
on the gluss, Even the instde of the gliss
can build up a film caused by dust. Diny
lass makes lights dezzle and Mash more
than clean glass would, making the pupils
of your eyes contract repeatedly,

Remember that your headlights light up
far less of & roadway when you dre in o
turn of curve, Kecp your eyves moving;
thut way, it"s casier to pick out dimly
lighted objects. Just as your headlights
should be checked regulurly for proper
arm, %0 should vour eves be examined
regularly. Some drvers suffer from night
blindness — the inability 10 see i dim
lght — and aren’t even aware of Ik
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® Driving in the Rain

Ram and wel roads can méean drving
trouble, On o wet roud you can’t stop,
nocelerate or turm as well because your
tire-to-road traction sn't a8 good as on
dry roads. And, il your tires don't have
much tread left, you'll get even less
traction, [t's always wise to go slower and
be cautiows if rain starts to fall while you
are driving, The surfoce may get wel
suddenly when your reflexes are tuned
for driving on dry pavement.

The heavier the min, the harder it s (o
see. Even of your windshield wiper blades
are 0 good shape, a heayy min can mike
it harder to see roud signs and taffic
sigrils, puvement markings, the edpe

of the road, and cven people walking.

IU's wise to keep your wiping equipment
in good shape and keep your windshield
wiasher tnk filled. Replace your
windsiield wiper mserts when they show
stgns of streaking or missing areds on the
windshield, or when strips of rubber st
o separate from the inserts.




Diriving oo fast through Lirge water
puddles or even going throueh somie cir
wiushes can cause problems, o, The
waler may affect your brakes.

When you want to leave the freeway,
move 10 the proper fane well in advance.

The exit ramp can be curved, sometimes
quite shurply. The exit speed 15 usually
posted. Reduce your speed according o

your speedometer, not 10 your sense of
motion. Afler driving for any distance ol
higher speeds, you may tend (o think you
are going slower than you actually are.

Driving on steep hills or mountaing is
different from driving in Mt or rolling
terrain.

Check all Muid levels and also the
brakes. tires; cooling system and
transmission. These parts can work
hard on mountain roads,

®  Know how 1o go down hills. The most
important thing 1o know is this: let
your enging do some of the slowing
down.

It o front tire fails, the Tt tire will create
i drag that pulls the vehicle toward tha
sitde.

Steer o maintain lane position, then
gently brake to a stop well out of the
tratfic lane.

A rear blowout, particularly on a curve,
acts much like a skid and may require the
same contection you'd use in o skid, In
uny réar blowou, remove your fool from
the accelerntor pedal, Get the vehicle
under control by stéering the way vou
warnl the vehicle to go.

After installing the
compact spare on your vehicle, you
should stop ds spon a5 possible and make
Sure vour spare tire is correctly inflated.
The compact spare is made 1o perform
well at posted speed limits for distances
up b 3,000 miles (5 000 km), s0 you can
finish your trip und have your full-size
tire repaired or replaced where yoa want.
OFf course, it's best to replace vour spare
with & full-stze tire a5 soon as you tan,
Your spare will last longer and be in
good shape in case you need it again,

Lise premium unleaded gasoline mied at
91 octane or higher. You may use midedle
grade or regular unlended pasolines, but
yoaur vehicle may not accelernte as well.
The gasoline you use should meet
specifications ASTM D48 14 in the 11.5.
and CGSR 3.5-92 in Canuda. These fuels
should have the proper additives, so you
should not hove o add anything 10 the
fuel,

In the U.5. and Canada, 115 casy 1o be
sure you get the nght kind of gasoline
(unleaded), You'll see “UNLEADED™
right om the pump. And only unlesded
nozzies will it inmto your vehicle’s filler
neck.

Be sure the posted octune for premium 15
at least 91 (at least 89 for muddle grade
and 87 for regular). If the octane is less
thun 87, you may get a heavy knocking
niise when you drive. If it's bad enough,
it can damage your engine.

IF you're using fuel ruted at 91 octane or
higher and you still hear heavy knocking,
your engine needs service. But don'
worry if you hear a litfle pinging noise
when you're necelerting or driving up a
hall. That's normal and you don't lave 1o

buy a higher ocrane fuel 1o get rid of
pinging, It's the heavy, constant knock
that means you have & problem,

What about gasoline with blending
materials that contain oxygen

Muny gasolines are now blended with
oxypenates. CGeneral Motors recommends
that you use gasolines with these blending
materials, such as MTBE and ethanol. By
doing so, vou can help clean the air,
especially in those parts of the country
that have high carbon monoxide levels.

In addinon, some gasoline suppliers are
now producing reformulated gasolines,
These gasolines ure specially designed to
reduce veliicle emissions. General Molors
reconmmends that you use reformuluted
sasoline. By doing so, you can help clean
the wir, especially in those paris of the
country that have high orone levels,

You should ask vour service station
operilors if their gasolines contiain deposil
control additives and oxygenutes, and 1f
they have been relformulated 1o reduce
vehicle emissions,
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Fuels in Foreign (Conntries

If vou plan on driving in ancther country
outside the ULS, or Cyanada, unlesded
(el miy be hard 1o find, Do not use
leaded gasoline. 1T you use even ome
tankiul, your emission controls won 't
work well or at all. With continuous use,
spark plugs can gel fouled, the exhatst
svatem can corrode, umd your engine oil
can deteriorate quickly. Your vehicle's
oxyveen sensor will be damaged, All of
that means costly repairs that wouldn’
be covered by your warmanty.

Uniform Tire Quality Grading

The follwing information relates to the
system developed by the United States
Mational Highway Traffic Safety
Administration which grades fires by
treadwear, traction and tempecature
performance. (This applies only o
vehicles sold in the United States. )

Treadwear

The trendwear grade is o compurative
ruting based on the wear rate of the tire
when tesied under controlled conditions
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on & specified govermment test course. For

example, a tire graded 150 would wear
one and o half (1 1/2) times as well on the
government course as o tre graded 1IN0
The relative performuince of tires depends
upon the actunl conditions of their use,
however, and may depart significantly
from the norm due 1o variations in driving
habits, service practices and differences in
roud characteristics and climate,

Traction — A, B, C

The traction grades, from highest o
lowest arer A, B, and C. They represent
the tire's ability 1o stop on wet pavemnent
as measired under controlled conditions
on specified govermment test surfaces of
asphalt and concrete, A tine marked C
muy have poor traction performance

Wiurning: The traction grade assigned
to this tire 1% based on braking
(straight-nhead) traction tests and does
not include comering ((urming ) traction,

Temperature — A, B, C

The temperature grades are A (the
highest), B, and C, representing the tire's
resistnce to the generation of heéat and its
ability to dizsipate heat when tested under
controlled conditions on o specified

iiloor liboratory 1est wheel, Sustained
high temperature can cause the material
of the tire (0 degenerate and reduce tire
life, and excessive lemperature can lead 10
sudden tire failure. The grade C
corresponds to o level of performance
which all passenger car tires must meet
under the Federal Motor Viehucle Safety
Standord No. 109, Grudes B and A
represent higher levels of performance on
the laborntory test wheel than ihe
mumimum redqured by law,

Warning: The temperniure grade for
this tire 15 established for a tire that s
properly inflated and not overloaded.
Excessive speed, underinflation, or
excessive loading, either separately or
in combination, can cause heat buildup
and possible tire Gulure,

These grades are molded on the sidewalls
of passenger car tres,

While the tires available as standard or
optional eguipment on Ceneral Molors
vehicles may vary with respect to these
grades, all such tres meet General Motors
performance standards and have been
approved for use on General Molors
vehicles. All passenger type (P Metric)
tres must conform to Federal safety
requirements in addition o these grades.

Wheel Alignment and Tire Balance

The wheels on your vehicle were aligned
and balanced carefully at the factory 1o
give youl the longest tire life and bew
overall performance.

In maost cases, ‘you will not need 1o have
vour wheels aligned npain. However, if
you nolice unusual tire wear or yoor
vehicle pulling one way or the other, the
alygnment may need to be reset. IF you
noticé your vehicle vibruting when
drving on o smoeoth road, your wheels
mzy need to be rebalanced.

Wheel Replacement

Replace any wheel that is bent, cracked or
badly rusted. If wheel nuts keep coming
loose, the wheel, wheel bolis, and wheel
nuts should be replisced. If the wheel

leaks air, replace it {except some
aluminum wheels, which can sometimes
be repurred ). See your Chevrolet dealer

if aniy of these conditions exist

Your desler will know the kind of wheel
you need.

Each new wheel should have the same
losud carrying capacity, diameter, width,
offset, and be mounied the same way as
the: one it replaces.

Don't wash your vehicle in the direct mys
of the sun. Don't ose strong soaps or
chemcal detergents. Use ligoid hand,
dish or car washing (mild detergent)
sops. Dom’t use cleaning agents that
are petroleum-based. or contuin acid or
abrasives, All cleaming agents should be
floshed promptly and not allowed to dry
on the surface, or they could swin. Dry
the finish with n soft, clean chamaois or a
100% cotton owel to avoid surface
scratches and water spolting.
